Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanks-

giving, let your requests be made known to God; and the peace of God, which 

surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Je-

sus.   - Philippians 4:6-7 (NKJV) 

 

These amazingly positive and encouraging words were written by the Apostle Paul 

around 61 A.D.  One might think that; “that’s easy for him to say, after all he was a 

holy man—he didn’t have to face what I’ve had to in life.”  Maybe Paul didn’t face the 

things we do, he probably faced more difficulties than us.  I know I have not had to 

face family rejection, imprisonment, torture, and execution because of my beliefs like 

Paul did.  In fact, these very words of his were written while he was in prison for his 

faith.  Yet he is not anxious, he’s thankful and is at peace.  How? Our society, one of 

the most anxious in history, could certainly use Paul’s secret.  How many people to-

day are at peace with their monthly bills, their work, 

their life situations?

“In everything by prayer 

and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests 

be made known to God.”  Paul exemplified an 

“attitude of gratitude” in a prayerful life with God.  

This prayerful thanksgiving resulting in a peace that 
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surpasses human understanding, remember Paul was in prison.  Your see Paul’s 

thankfulness and contentment in this life rested in what God had dome for him in 

Christ.  An internal, unchanging, eternal reality of relationship with God through Christ 

in how Paul always had an attitude of gratitude.  No matter what happened to him. Paul 

was able to go to the Lord in prayer with thanksgiving.  And Paul also knew, by experi-

ence, that the Lord answered his requests according to God’s will. 

 

As Thanksgiving approaches, what are you thankful for?  Are you able to be thankful?  

All people, no matter what, can know thanksgiving on November 22 and every day.  

We can have an attitude of gratitude and be at peace, not anxious.  It is possible by
